Our travel plans out of Halls Creek were delayed by reports of road closures due to
continuous rain, strong winds and cyclone warnings in Kimberly and across Northern
Territory. The situation was not favourable to us as our travel depended on advises from
road and weather authorities. Then the Lord impressed upon us His words in James 5:13a

He prayed earnestly that it would not rain, and it didraot on the land for three an
a hal f This eame as a rébuke to us. Thereafter, we not only prayed but set our
tentative departure date. It was very hard leaving people we had come to embrace dearly in
our hearts. But at the end we knew that God was opening our ministry horizons in the West
and to the East of the continent.

According to our schedule, we departed Halls Creek on Tuesday the 6" of January 2009
at 6am. Brother Timothy Kim (Korean brother who recently joined UAM) was there to see
us off. We drove 358 km to Kununurra. On Wednesday (07/01) Amos attended to his
dental appointment. In the evening we had dinner with the Macays (Lionel and Lillian)
leaders of the Kununurra Indigenous Church and the lvisons (Tony and Mary) property
managers of HCJB. There was a heavy down pour of rain throughout the night which raised
concern for our travel the next day to Katherine (505km) in Northern Territory. The Lord
again assured us that we were still going to travel as scheduled.

We spent the night at Katherine with the Pipers (AIM missionaries). Like the night before, we experienced rain throughout the
night and into morning. Despite the frequent roars of thunder and lightning flashes, we travelled on towards Tenant Creek. It was
Friday the 9" of January. By then half of the road was covered by water. Nevertheless, we made it safely to Tenant Creek, before
the rising water covered the road. We spent the night at Tenant Creek with the Fraugmanns (AIM missionaries).

The journey all the way to Melbourne was good. We spent three nights (i.e. Saturday the 10" at Alice Springs, Sunday the 11"
at Coober Pedy and Monday the 12" at Adelaide with the Kalialahas) in South Australia. Apollos was at Copley and had to travel
about 600km to catch up with us. Our joy of being together was short-lived as we had to travel out the next day (Tuesday the 13"
of January) to Melbourne. We had spent a week on the road from Halls Creek in WA into Northern Territory and South Australia
and then to Victoria covering more than 4, 300 km.
