There are only two active 

churches here in Walgett, the Roman 

Catholic and the Anglican Church. We 

currently go to the latter as there is 

no Indigenous church. Amos has built 

a good relationship with the two 

clergies. The Anglican minister (Rev. 

Gary Stuart) has asked Amos to 

share on the second Sunday of every 

month starting on the 12th of July. 

 On Tuesday the 23rd Amos accompanied Rev. Stuart to the Walgett 

Community College (government school) for the satellite scripture session for its 

Distance Education program. Amos was introduced to the students.  

Other activities include Amosõ introduction to the public hospital personnel by 

Rev. Stuart for the purpose of future visitations and visiting the town grave site for 

possible funeral services he may have to conduct in the absence of the Anglican 

minister. Before taking up clergy ministry Rev. Stuart served as an MAF pilot in 

Papua New Guinea for eight years. Hence, we are able to relate to him well 

because of his exposure to Melanesian societies.
