After spending a night with Amos  &family in Brisbane, we left on Saturday morning (11 th of August ) for NSW. We
travelled about 500 kilometres and arrived at Moree  (NSW) at 5.30 Pm and spent the night at a Caravan park. Moree
has a brilliant azure dome of the north -western sky and the endless chocolate  -brown soil of the fertile plains that

presents the dramatic beauty of an ever -changing landscape.

On Sunday morning we attended the Community Church at Moree. At t he Chur ch | e dAnesrsitased
from the famous passage: Genesis 12:1 -3 and on the theme: Blessed to be a Blessing _ with implications to the Moree
church being a blessing to the Indigenous people . After service, the Aboriginal  children were picked up for Sunday
school. It was encouraging to see these young children eager to learn about the Lord. They were then dropped -off
after having lunch  that was prepared by the church . We wish to acknowledge and thank Paul and Erin Strahan (AIM
workers) and their family, for the warm reception and hospitality. Thereafter, w e drove 210 kilometres back to
Walgett.

When we arrived at Walgett early this year, we learnt that there were no members worshipping at the

Indigenous Church building. We later learnt that the remaining aged members had passed away. The co -worker left
disillusioned. Hence the church remained closed. We opened up the church twice but no one attended. Since then
we have been praying for a way to start a programme so that we can reach out to the Aboriginal community . We felt

that being constantly away from Walgett was no excuse for reaching out to the Aboriginal people here. On Sunday

the 23 d of Augustwe opened up the buil di npgrogfarome. Altha ghCdnly fivel chidmrerdiscluding
Kenny were there, they enjoyed the programme. Because of our frequent movement
church once a month.  We thank Jo Miha lic (AIM team partner) for her support. Walgett Indigenous Church is an
examp le of the fragility of some Aboriginal churches in this part of the country. If no effective strategies are put in

place, they will end up like Walgett.

Other stories

The remaining weeks of this month were spent at home in Walgett were we fellowshipp ed with our Christian
friends . These include, ladies Bible studies for Doreen and Fri day morning mends pr aylmnos |
also attended a funeral service for an Aboriginal man to observe the proceedings to preside in future funerals when
the Anglican minister is away. He was shown the details and the process by both the Minister and the Funeral
Director at Walgett. We th ank the Anglican Church  Minister Rev. Gary Stuart for assisting Amos with manure for
the garden and doing maintenance work on the  broken water pipe outside our ho use.

We will be launching the KYB (Know your Bible) mixed group Bible Study at Cumborah (45 kilometres from
Walgett) on the 1 st of September . Doreen initially ~ will be leading this programme . We thank the KYB leaders for the
support. It is our prayer that God will give people a hunger and excitement to study His Word, be encouraged and
grow in the faith . Then on the 2 nd of September we head off to Bimbadeen Bible and Conference Centre at
Cootamundra (about 589 kilometres drive from Walgett) where Amos meets with Bimbadeen training committee for
the curriculum development.
