Namoi River, Walgett 

This month saw the AIM team workers from NSW come together for a Leadersõ 
Workshop here at Walgett. The workshop was held on Saturday the 10th of October. 
Those who attended include AIM workers from Moree, Gilgandra, Dubbo , Mission 
Awareness and Tour  Coordinators, AIM Victorian representative, the General 
Director and the Council President  and his good wife . Others who attended include 
the Walgett shire Director for Infrastructure Development and a Case Worker from 
the Dept. of Community Servic es.  

The workshop addressed the question, òCan I Be A Leader?ó and explored 
differing concepts of leadership  and contrasted them with Christõs servant 
leadership model . It then evaluated personal concepts of leadership in the context of 
servant-hood and identified  areas where changes needed to be made in the 
understanding and practice of leadership.  The leaders in appreciati on suggested that 
workshops be held quarterly starting next year as a way to develop a strong and 
unified AIM team in NSW.  

The workshop concluded at 2.00PM followed by a barbeque program  organised 
for the surrounding Aboriginal community. We went around invit ing the 
Indigenous people to attend. We were later joined by Indige nous Christian leaders 
from Collarenebri . The programme officially closed the next day (Sunday) with a 
church service. AIMõs General Director shared and encouraged those who were 
present. His message was based on the servant heart of Christ. He made reference to 
the founder  of AIM, Retta Dixon and her life of dedication to the Lord.

First Aid Course 
On Thursday the 22nd of October, we participated in a  one-day First Aid Course held 

here at the Aboriginal Eurigal-Goondi Centre, Walgett. The course was organised by 
Connecting Carers NSW in association with the Australian Lifesaving Academy who 
provided the trainer. PNG is not new to the trainer as he goes every now and then to 
provide similar training.  We were amazed at his knowledge of PNG. First aid is the 
initial care of the suddenly sick or injured until medical aid arrives or the casualty 
recovers. We find the rewards for undertaking this training to be the acquisition of  
skills and confidence that may go a long way in our ministry work.  

 
 Former PNG Leprosy Missionaries Visit  
 
 

We were blessed to be visited  by former Leprosy missionaries  to Papua 
New Guinea  namely, Betty Cunnington and Joan on Monday the 19th of 
October. The two spent many years in Papua New Guinea and had contributed 
tremendously to the health sector as far as Leprosy was concerned. Betty 
played a part in Amosô early Christian life and assisted him in youth work.   

The two missionaries had visited Queensland and were on their way to 
Dubbo. Although they spent only a few hours with us, it was very 
encouraging. Their vast experience as cross-cultural missionaries overseas was 
evident in the right questions they raised in the process of our discussions.

Meanwhile the response of the Aboriginal people to the Gospel remains the 
same. It seems that there is no fear of God and people continue to live a life of 
godlessness. Even the appeal for children to attend childrenõs program organised 
on Sundays does not seem to be encouraging. Nevertheless, reaching out to the 
children must continue if there is to be an Aboriginal Church tomorrow.  

We realised that one method of reaching Aboriginal children is through 
organising barbeque programs which is fairly  attended. Please pray for the 
provision of a Barbeque Burner to help reach the Aboriginal Children.  Currently, 
we have to borrow from others and at times can create inconvenience.
